1.) What is the make-up of this area of study or training?  How many courses are offered and what are the opportunities for supporting areas of study and experiential learning?  Am I interested in their content?

2.) What are the methods of learning in this program: lecture, involvement, experiential, and so forth?  What is the average class size?  What is the student/faculty ratio?

3.) What will my skills and competencies be when I finish this program, and what can I do with them?

4.) What kinds of career fields do graduates of this program typically enter and how much difficulty did they have getting the initial position?

5.) What are the students like in this field of study or training, and how do my interests compare with theirs?

6.) How does the level of difficulty of the program compare with my own abilities and commitment of hard work?
