DISCOVER

The Career Development Center also offers complete access to the DISCOVER program for a $5 per semester fee to current U students.

DISCOVER is a computerized career guidance system that can be accessed on line with a "token".  This dynamic and user-friendly program allows students to access information and resources related to their career development.  Specifically, the DISCOVER program allows users to complete self-assessment tools and match their specific results to world of work information that can suggest specific majors needed for a particular career.  DISCOVER also provides guidance on choosing a major, information on schools that offer specific areas of study, resources for financing the cost of higher education, and job search tools.  

The role of the inventories in DISCOVER is to collect information about you and organize it in a way to assist your career exploration and planning.  The results of the interest, abilities, and values inventories are presented in an integrated way that makes it easy to understand the results as a whole by relating them to the world of work.  DISCOVER’s own World-of-Work Map lets you see how interests, abilities, and work values relate to each other.  The results of these inventories can also be discussed with a UCCS counselor in the context of career counseling, and your counselor can help you apply the results to the process of selecting a major and preparing for a career.  

The DISCOVER program is easily accessed on line at www.act.org/discover/login.  In order to access the program you will need to visit the Career Development Center in 109 Eddy Hall to obtain a “token”.  

Once logged in to DISCOVER, students are encouraged to take the DISCOVER tour and to read the instructions that are offered on the left of every page.   The colored tabs at the top of the page highlight the main sections of DISCOVER.  Students can also select one of four ready made paths through DISCOVER by selecting the “My Path” option from the toolbar.  Students can change their path at anytime by selecting “Click here to change your path” which is found at the bottom of the instructions box on the left hand side of the page.

For assistance with the DISCOVER program, students are encouraged to visit the Career Development Center in 109 Eddy Hall where peer advisors and/or counseling staff are ready to help.
