INTERN SUMMER PROJECT GUIDELINES

Purpose of summer Project:  The summer project is part of providing interns with a complete university counseling center experience.   Those who work in university counseling centers often engage in summer projects as part of their standard duties.  It is our hope that the summer project will be both professionally enriching to the intern and contributory to UCCS.

Timeline

March-Training committee creates ideas for projects and interns brainstorm types of projects they would like to do.  It is at this meeting that the criteria for an appropriate project will be determined and it will be based on current UCCS needs.  Interns then draft proposals for the training committee to consider.  Proposals are circulated to training staff prior to the April meeting.  

April-Intern proposals are reviewed by training committee and discussed during the April meeting.  Training committee reviews the projects for viability and relevance to UCCS’s needs.  Any necessary revisions are suggested at that time.  Proposal with revisions are considered to be final commitments.

May-Interns begin summer projects when the semester ends.

Suggested Proposal Format
Proposal should include, at a minimum:  1) name of intern 2) name of senior staff supervising the project 3) objectives of the project  4) specific description of what the outcome of the project will be (e.g., reference list, treatment guidelines, pamphlet, manual, etc.).  It may also be useful to provide a detailed outline of the steps required to meet the objectives and create the defined outcome.
